GENERAL ASSEMBLY MEETING

October 15th, 2009

 San Diego, California

1.  Welcome


The General Assembly for the ACES National Conference was called to order at 5:24 PM 
by President Tom Scofield. President Scofield welcomed folk and thanked the planners 
and organizers for the conference.

2. President’s Report to the Assembly- Tom Scofield

(a) Tom presented some thoughts to the assembly regarding having an executive director for ACES who might be able to do some of the services we now get from ACA. He also suggested that maybe an executive director could take on some of the functions that committee chairs do so there might be some consistency over time.

(b) Tom announced that David Zimpher will step down as business advisor in 2010 so we need to move quickly to consider how we can replace the services and tasks he has provided to ACES for several years.

(c) Tom reported on the 2020 project, that there was 29 delegates at the meeting and 7 workgroups who provided information on a definition of counseling. Three definitions are being considered. A concern was raised that these definitions last a focus on multiculturalism and social justice. Tom said he would take these concerns forward.

(d) The topic of indexing our own CES Journal was raised. Tom advocated for the inclusion of the ACES journal into this process. The reason given is that currently the journal is too specific and relates only to us as counselor educators.

(e) A post-conference survey will be created and conducted within the regions to assess the ACES conferences. It will consider if the two year cycle is what people want to continue or if there are other alternatives being posed. At this time, Nashville is scheduled to host the 2011 ACES Conference and Rock Mountain Region will host the 2013 ACES Conference.

(f) The ACES Social Justice committee will participate in the Pittsburgh Social Justice Summit. This is a good plan because it fits into the strategic plan of ACES.

3. Past President’s Report to the Assembly – David Kleist

(a) David reported that the role of ACES Webmaster is being taken on by the Past President who will add and subtract content as needed. Chris will continue to help with the website on a contractual basis. The website is working well. For example, all material for the executive council is on line and can be accessed without a big binder of hard copy.

(b) David announced that ACES members need to nominate candidates for ACA governing council member. Members are asked to make their nominations through the regions. The ballot will be sent out electronically for a vote. This process was put into the form of a motion. Patricia Keistner moved and Craig Cashwell seconded the motion. Voice vote was unanimous. 

4. Treasurer’s Report – Brian Dew

Brian briefly stated that ACES is in “good shape, even better than last year!” ACES financial outlook is promising and the conferences are drawing in good participation and helping financially. Brian also reported that there were 1087 participants at the San Diego conference and he was thrilled by this level of participation. He thanked Leah for her hard work and strong efforts in producing such a wonderful conference.

5. Business Advisor’s Report- David Zimpher

David gave a brief report on investments indicating that ACES has been able to re-coop the financial loss and that in some cases we had even surpassed our previous dollars. He went on to discuss that ACES should look at ways to use our portfolio wisely. For example, we might invest in funds that will benefit the Association but also make capital use of our portfolio. 

David also gave an update on current projects including the curriculum syllabus clearing house  now co-sponsored by ACA and ACES. It has had many contributions and is used by others seeking assistance. 

6. Governing Council Representative’s Report – Dale Pehrsson

Dale discussed that ACES is looking at offering insurance for students. Additionally, there is efforts to restructure ACA and the governing council to meet current needs of members.

7. Regional Reports

Each regional president gave a quick 2-3 minute update on what was happening in their region and when regional conferences would be held in the Fall, 2010.

8. Adjournment of meeting

President Tom Scofield adjourned the meeting at 6:18 PM
